CITY COUNCIL – SPECIAL MEETING

JUNE 27, 2011            
Minutes of the special city council meeting held June 27, 2011 at 5:30 pm at City Hall.  The purpose of the meeting was to award a bid for Utility Improvement Project, Review EIO Grant Applications and Personnel.  Present was Mayor Sanford, Council Members Shane Homiston, Justin Voll, Deanne Valenzuela and Kris Pacheco.  Absent were Council Members David Uhlich and Bruce Erickson.  Also present was City Auditor Skoglund, City Planner Moen and Supt of Public Works Smith.  Absent was City Attorney Wyatt Voll.  Mayor Sanford called the special meeting to order at 5:30 pm.  
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to approve a salary increase for Chief of Police Herfindahl to Category 11, Step 0 ($67,863) effective June 15, 2011.  Chief Herfindahl will be eligible to advance to Category 11, Step 1 in January 2012.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Homiston, Pacheco, Voll and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to approve a Police Sergeant position and the Police Sergeant Description of Work with a base salary of $55,440 as recommended by Chief Herfindahl.  Position to be filled at the Chief of Police discretion.  Motion seconded by Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Valenzuela, Homiston and Pacheco.  nays:  none.

Council Member Uhlich arrived at 6:11 p.m.

Council Member Voll moved to award the bid for the 2011-01 Utility Extensions and Improvements project to BCI, Williston in the amount of $1,623,623.00 and the portable generator in the amount of $70,500.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Voll, Homiston, Valenzuela and Uhlich.  nays:  none.

Council Member Homiston moved to approve Task Order No. 10, Lift Station #3 Evaluation for Professional Engineering services for the evaluation of Lift Station #3 to aid the owner with the refurbishment of Lift Station for an estimated cost of $12,500.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Homiston, Voll, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve Task Order No. 11 – 2011-01 Utility Extensions & Improvements – Construction and Post Construction Phases for Professional Engineering services for the Construction and Post Construction Phases of the Area 1 and Area 2 Utility Extensions and the Sanitary Trunkline Improvements Projects for an estimated cost of $162,500.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Homiston, Uhlich, Voll and Valenzuela.  nays:  none.
There was a discussion on the Draft of the Energy Infrastructure and Impact Office Grant Application for the W.C. Street Improvements and Extensions in the amount of $3,903,000 and also the Draft of the Energy Infrastructure and Impact Office Grant Application of the Water and Sewer Trunk Line Extensions and Wastewater Treatment Improvements in the amount of $14,198,000.  
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to make an Offer of Employment to Dawn Tschetter for the Administrative Assistant Position.   Category 3, Step 3 ($40,023.89).  Beginning date to be determined.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Voll, Pacheco, Homiston and Uhlich.  nays: none.

Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to make an offer of employment to Laura Anderson for the City Auditor position.  Category 10 Step 0 ($67,710.50).  Beginning date to be determined.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Voll, Uhlich, Valenzuela, Pacheco and Homiston.  nays:  none.

Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to increase City Auditor Skoglund salary to $70,000 effective June 15, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote.  ayes: Uhlich, Homiston, Voll, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays:  none.
Council Member Homiston moved to accept Melissa Stompro’s resignation of employment effective May 31, 2011 and to proceed with advertising and filling the public works position.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Voll, Pacheco, Homiston and Uhlich.  nays:  none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the raffle permit application for Benefit Fund of McKenzie County Healthcare Systems.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.  

Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve a special fireworks permit for Gary Ramage located at 304 6th Ave NE prior to 12:00 p.m. on July 1, 2011 contingent on there not being a fire ban.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.
