CITY COUNCIL MEETING     
AUGUST 1, 2011
Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on August 1, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Dave Uhlich, Shane Homiston, Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco and Deanne Valenzuela. Absent was Council Member Bruce Erickson (unapproved).  Also present was City Auditor Skoglund, City Planner Moen, Attorney Wyatt Voll and Supt of Public Works Smith and Laura Anderson.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Homiston moved to approve the minutes of the city council meetings held on July 5 and July 21, 2011 as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.    
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the application for Annexation for Michael W. Vannett.  There were no written protests received.  Comments were taken from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed.   

Council Member Voll moved to impose a written warning as the First Offense to the American Legion Club for an Alcohol Violation dated July 20, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Homiston, Voll, Valenzuela, and Pacheco.  nays:   none

Council Member Homiston moved to impose a written warning as the First Offense to Little Missouri Grille, Inc. for an Alcohol Violation dated July 20, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich, Voll, Homiston, and Valenzuela.  nays:  none

Council Member Homiston moved to impose a $1,000 administrative penalty, plus a one-day suspension of alcoholic beverage license for Six Shooter, LLP as a Second Offense for an Alcohol Violation dated July 18, 2011.  It is noted that the owners of Six Shooter, LLP will notify Chief of Police Herfindahl as to the day when their business will be closed (ordinance states 30 days from date of meeting).   Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Uhlich, Homiston, Valenzuela and Pacheco.  nays:  none.
Council Member Voll moved to impose a $1,000 administrative penalty, plus a one-day suspension of alcoholic beverage license for Watford City Bar as a Second Offense for an Alcohol Violation dated July 18, 2011.  It is noted that the owner of Watford City Bar, Inc. will notify Chief of Police Herfindahl as to the day when their business will be closed (ordinance states 30 days from date of meeting).   Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Uhlich, Pacheco, Voll and Homiston.  nays:  none.

Council Member Homiston moved to amend the motions in reference to alcohol violations to allow both Six Shooters and Watford City Bar to be closed on Labor Day.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Uhlich, Voll, Pacheco, Valenzuela and Homiston.  nays:  none.

Police Chief Herfindahl was present and gave an update on the police department.   
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Homiston moved to approve the Conditional Use Application submitted by Millennium Construction, LLC to allow for Temporary Workforce Housing located at NW Qtr of Sect 22 TWP 150N Range 098W, contingent that they must maintain a dust free site and they will need to check with the county to see if they can also maintain County Road 37 for dust. Motion was amended to include an additional access point.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Voll, Uhlich, Pacheco, Homiston and Valenzuela.  nays:  none.

Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Conditional Use Application submitted by Millennium Construction, LLC to allow for Temporary Workforce Housing (20 units) and Lay Down Yard located at 502 3rd Ave SW, Watford City. IR#52 SW Qtr of the NE Qtr of Section 24 TWP 150N Range 99W, contingent that they must provide “No Parking” signs on the county side of 3rd Ave SW. The City will provide “No Parking” signs on the city side of 3rd Ave SW and enforcement of illegal parking.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Homiston, Valenzuela, Uhlich and Voll.  nays: Pacheco.

Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Zone Change Application submitted by Jarvis and Kadie Sorenson located at NW Qtr of Sect 22 TWP 150N Range 098W to change 10 acres from A-2 to I-P to allow for a pipeline/lay-down yard contingent on a site plan with the dimensions outlined, dust suppression and surfacing plan.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Valenzuela, Voll, Pacheco, Homiston and Uhlich.  nays:  none.   
Council Member Homiston moved to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit expansion request of an existing Conditional Use Permit to allow for additional Temporary Workforce Housing issued to Marty and Crystal Mulder based on the updated site plan to allow for three units.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Uhlich, Homiston and Voll.  nays: Pacheco.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 1-203 of Article 2 of Chapter 1 of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Salaries for Unexcused Absences.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-501 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Definitions of Article 5.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-505 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Classes of Liquor Licenses.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.

Council Member Homiston moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-506 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to the Qualifications of a Liquor License Holder.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried unanimously.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-509 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to the Specific Premises of a Liquor License. Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-510 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to the Number of Liquor Licenses. Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Section 6-515 of Article 5 of Chapter VI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to the Hours of Time of Sale of Alcohol. Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the application for a Calcutta Permit for the Watford City Golf Course.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.  

A discussion was held on the recommendation of the Water, Sewer, and Garbage committee to purchase a new garbage truck.  Council Member Voll moved to advertise for bids for a new garbage truck and rear loader.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.      
The City Council reviewed the Pledge of Assets for June 30, 2011 and found them to be adequate.  
City Planner Moen reviewed the Change Order for Utility Extensions and Improvements 2011-01 project (contractor is S.J. Louis Construction, Inc.).  The change order extends the completion date for Area 1 to December 15, 2011 and the final completion date to May 31, 2012.  The substantial and final completion dates for Area 2 and Sanitary Trunkline Sanitary Sewer Improvements shall be extended to May 15, 2012 and May 31, 2012, respectively.  This is only a modification in the contract times and does not include any adjustments to contract price.
City Planner Moen and Supt of Public Works Smith presented their monthly reports to the city council.  
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Code of Conduct for Tri County Regional Development Council.  The purpose of this Code of Conduct is to ensure the efficient, fair, and professional administration of Federal grant funds in compliance with the Federal OMB and other applicable Federal and State standards, regulations, and laws.   Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.
It is the consensus of the city council to approve the request of the W.C. Park District to hold over a portion of funds which was given to them in September, 2010 and to use the funds in 2012.  These funds were for new playground equipment and improvements at the city parks.

It is the consensus of the city council to hold the monthly City Council meetings at 6:00 p.m. on a trial basis.
