CITY COUNCIL MEETING     
SEPTEMBER 6, 2011
Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on September 6, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Dave Uhlich, Shane Homiston, Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco and Deanne Valenzuela. Absent was Council Member Bruce Erickson (unapproved).  Also present was City Auditor Skoglund, City Planner Moen, Attorney Wyatt Voll, Supt of Public Works Smith and Laura Anderson.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the minutes of the city council meetings held on August 1, August 9, August 18 and August 24, 2011 as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.    
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the application for Annexation for Nathan Dahl.  There were no written protests received.  Comments were taken from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed.   

Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the application for Annexation for Badlands Development.  There were no written protests received.  Comments were taken from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed.   

Council Member Homiston moved to award the bid for the Portable Diesel Generator Procurement to Interstate Power Systems in the amount of $65,000.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Homiston, Uhlich, Pacheco, Voll and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Council Member Homiston moved to have the city haul the debris away from the demolition of the house located at 405 3rd Ave NW.  Property owner, Bruce Gunderson will be responsible for having the house demolished.  This house in located in the Renaissance Zone.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Voll, Valenzuela, Uhlich and Homiston.  nays: none.
Everette Enno, Tri County Regional Development Council, was present and reviewed the restructuring/payment schedule for TRJ Enterprises.  Council Member Voll moved to approve the Repayment Schedule for TRJ Enterprises economic development loan.  Repayment of the loan is to begin September 30, 2011 with monthly payments until June of 2013.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Voll, Valenzuela, Pacheco and Homiston.  nays:  none.
Jaret Wirtz and Denton Zubke were present and gave an update on Western Area Water Supply and the plan for bringing Missouri River water to Watford City.
Jim Svihovec, president of the Roughrider Fund Committee, was present to review the Roughrider Fund application submitted by the Benefit Fund of McKenzie County Healthcare System.

Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Voll moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by the Benefit Fund of McKenzie County Healthcare System and to approve a $300,000 grant to assist in the construction of the Wellness Center with $150,000 being available in 2011 and the remaining $150,000 in 2012.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Pacheco, Uhlich, Voll and Valenzuela.  nays: none.  

Police Chief Herfindahl was present and gave an update on the police department. Chief Herfindahl informed the council he has received a grant through NDDOT for traffic and DUI enforcement. Council Member Homiston moved to give the authority to Chief Herfindahl to make an offer of employment to an applicant post interview.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich, Valenzuela, Voll and Homiston.  nays: none.
