CITY COUNCIL MEETING
October 1, 2012

Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on October 1, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco, Doug Bolken, Shane Homiston and Marty Mulder.  Absent was Council Member Dave Uhlich.  Also present were City Planner Curt Moen, Attorney Wyatt Voll, Superintendent of Public Works Justin Smith, and City Auditor Laura Anderson.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the minutes of the City Council meetings held on September 4, 2012 and September 10, 2012, as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried. 

Several members of the community were present to give their views on whether or not the number of off-sale liquor licenses should be increased.
Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Pacheco moved to amend the May 2012 grant to the Lewis and Clark Museum to allow the remainder of the granted funds to be used as needed for projects in the new pole barn, with payment to be made upon submission of receipts.  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Mulder, Bolken, Voll, Homiston; nays: none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Design Fee Summary proposed by Mark Young of Jackola Engineering & Architecture, PC for $172,496.60 for expansion of office space at City Hall.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: Voll, Bolken, Homiston, Pacheco, Mulder; nays: none.
Todd Norton, Advanced Engineering and Environmental Services, was present to provide project updates and present an Energy Impact application, nine pay estimates and three change orders for review. 
Council Member Voll moved to approve submitting an application to the Energy Infrastructure and Impact Office for the township roads and transportation grant round for $600,000 toward paving 3rd Avenue SW. Police Chief Herfindahl gave an update on the Police Department.  The EI grant for three police vehicles was approved: of the $152,000 requested $126,000 was approved. Chief Herfindahl requested the remaining $26,500 in order to proceed with ordering vehicles.  Council Member Voll moved to approve the requested remaining $26,500. Received a grant of $18,500 for overtime funding for seatbelt enforcement and alcohol enforcement also received the DOJ grant of $4,125 for bulletproof vests. Discussed death notifications – chaplaincy program – Chief Herfindahl will provide Pastor Bob Lawson with training. Also discussed was the shortage of jailing facilities.

The August 2012 cash and budget reports were reviewed.
Council Member Homiston moved to certify to the County Auditor the Tax Increment Finance (TIF) amount on public improvements (as dictated in NDCC) for First International Bank totaling $31,124.61 for 2013.  This amount will need to be reevaluated each year in September until the end of the 10 year tax increment financing period. Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Homiston, Mulder, Bolken, Voll, Pacheco; nays: none. 
Consideration of adopting Post-Issuance Compliance Procedure and Policy for Bond Issues was discussed.  No action taken.
Council Member Voll moved to approve Mayor Sanford’s appointment of Brenda Berquist to the Roughrider Fund Committee for a 3-year term from October 1, 2012 to September 30, 2015.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried.
Warren Hovland was present and requested to withdraw his annexation application for 22.21 acres (South of Hwy 85 West).  Mr. Hovland doesn’t want to be subject to the $400/bedroom/year fee on his temporary housing units.  City Planner Moen reminded him that even if he does not annex into the city he will still be subject to the $400/bedroom/year fee and he would not be eligible to receive city sewer services.  Mr. Hovland still requested to withdraw his annexation application. 
Superintendent of Public Works Justin Smith requested approval to share an employee with the Airport Authority.  This employee with be a public works employee and report to Tim Taylor for duties.  The city and the Airport Authority will share 50/50 salary and benefits.  Council Member Homiston moved to approve sharing an employee with the Airport Authority.
